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Kyle Linahan is a Sydney-based singer/songwriter and media presenter currently on air with Channel [V].
As a student, Kyle was discovered when he played the lead role in a school production depicting “The Story 
of Motown”. As a result, Kyle went on to secure some highly desirable support roles, firstly with Grammy 
Award-winner George Benson on his Australian national tour, followed immediately by dates with multi-
platinum selling British recording artist Roachford, and then Mica Paris. Kyle also appeared with Marcia 
Hines at the State Theatre in Sydney. 
In 2002, Kyle signed with Warner Music Australia and released two singles that charted in the top forty. In 
2005, Kyle and Warner Music amicably agreed to part ways so that Kyle could relocate to Los Angeles. 
There he commenced writing and recording with producer Mike Bradford (who has worked with Tricky, 
Uncle Kracker, Kid Rock, Terence Trent D’arby and Deep Purple). Kyle placed the song “Let It Go” on the 
Disney feature film soundtrack Jump In. The album was released through Walt Disney records and peaked 
at number 4 on the American Billboard charts. 
After being approached by modelling scouts in New York and booking a fashion parade in New Zealand, 
Kyle returned to Australia and signed with Chadwick Model Management in November of 2006. 
He was quickly signed as co-host of "Sarvo" an afternoon show on Nickelodeon in early 2007 and later that 
same year became co-host of the broader channel. In this capacity Kyle had also had the privilege of 
hosting at the Nickelodeon Kid’s Choice awards two years running and last year won the Funniest Duo 
Award with co-host Maude Garrett. 
Kyle’s most recent milestone is joining Channel [V] as a host and VJ. This is a natural move for him with his 
extensive interest in music and his own musical pedigree.
Meanwhile Kyle continues his passion for music, song-writing and regularly plays live at various venues 
around Sydney.
